A Salary voucher and travel expense voucher must be submitted together via Travel & Expenses (Unit4) promptly after the
assignment has been completed.

Guest lecturers travelling to Svalbard are entitled to daily allowance (per diem) for the duration of the travel and stay in
Longyearbyen. The daily allowance will be calculated automatically when submitting the travel expense voucher in Unit4.

NB: Days on cruise and field work does not qualify for daily allowance and must be subtracted from the travel expense claim.

If the wrong remuneration
has been paid, UNIS can make the necessary adjustments after agreement.

Insurance: UNIS has accident insurance that covers everyone who have signed this guest lecturer agreement during their work
on Svalbard. The accident insurance covers a one-time payment up to 15 times the national insurance basic amount (G) in the
event of 100% disability (1 G is per 01.01.2026 NOK 130 160), treatment expenses up to NOK 50 000 for members of the
Norwegian National Insurance Scheme, and a one-time payment of 15 G in the event of death. As a guest lecturer, however, you
are not insured under the Occupational Injury Act with the right to coverage of future financial loss, compensation for permanent
injury and other additional expenses incurred after injury that occurs during the assignment.
